Research and personal 

experience tell us that the future of Catholic school sports depends upon us taking the 

leadership to chart a new course for the coming decade. PLC is honored to partner with  

high schools to embark upon this journey helping Catholic high school sports to develop  

fine athletes as well as build Disciples of Christ.

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Letter from the Director, Dr. Clark Power 

The Alliance for Catholic Education (ACE) 

      The mission of Play Like a Champion Today® 
(PLC) is to serve the needs of all children 
through sports. Five years ago, PLC decided to 
take on a special responsibility for Catholic 
sponsored sports programs. We found that 
many Catholic sport organizations lagged well 
behind many secular youth sport organizations.  
For example, before working with Catholic 
dioceses and schools, the very first PLC project 
was to develop PACT (Parents and Coaches 
Together), a character-oriented coach and 
parent educational program for the Minnesota 
Youth Soccer Association (MYSA).    
While all Catholic programs mandated safe 
environment training for all coaches, such as 
άtǊƻǘŜŎǘƛƴƎ DƻŘΩǎ ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΣέ Ƴŀƴȅ ŘƛŘ ƴƻǘ 
mandate a value-based program, such as PACT. 
It may not be surprising then, that a study 
initiated at Notre Dame found that player, 
coach, and spectator behavior in the Catholic 
School leagues was significantly worse than in 
the Public School leagues.   
      PLC found these results totally unacceptable.  
As a Church, we should settle for nothing short 
of excellence when it comes to educating our 
children in the classroom and on the sport 
fields. At this point, PLC joined the Alliance for 
Catholic Education, which is a part of Notre

While still dedicated to our mission of serving 
children in public as well as parochial settings, 
we gave a special priority to Catholic sports 
programs.  Our goal was not simply to catch up 
with secular programs but to be a prophetic 
voice in the world of youth and high school 
sports.  We should be leading the way for others 
and giving an example of how good sports can 
be for children and adolescents. 
      The Catholic Church has a long and proud 
history of intellectual achievement and 
educational excellence. Catholic Schools in 
America have a proud legacy, which continues 
to our present day.  Rev. Timothy Scully, C.S.C. 
founded the Alliance for Catholic Education 
(ACE) in 1994 in response to a need for Catholic 
School teachers in under-resourced Catholic 
Schools in the South.  ACE places highly talented 
and service-oriented college graduates

Several years ago, ACE also 
established a leadership program to build the 
next generation of Catholic school 
administrators.

is alive and thriving within the Dallas Parochial 
League.   Attendance at a PLC workshop 
became mandatory with the 2009-2010 school 
year.  We knew this would be a daunting task 
with close to 1500 coaches volunteering their 
time in the league, but with the support of the 
principals of our 30 member schools, we 
moved ahead. 
      We were able to host 12 workshops this 
school year and had close to 800 coaches in 
attendance.  The feedback we have received 
has been overwhelmingly positive.  We have a 
wonderful group of parent coaches which 
made it easy for us to get the PLC message 
across.  Of course there are always a handful 
that resist, but nothing that a refresher course 
doesn't cure!!! 
     The DPL has trained over 1300 coaches 
since we began offering the PLC program in 
the league.  We see the biggest impact during 
our basketball season where the number of 
technical fouls issued to coaches has dropped 
dramatically over the last 3 years.   Just the 
atmosphere of our sporting events has 
improved as more and more coaches attend 
the  PLC workshops. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

     I am also happy to report that we hosted our 
first Parent workshop last month.  One of our 
member schools is requiring each parent to 
attend a workshop if they have a child 
participating in the DPL.  We had over 200 parents 
in attendance that night.  We are hoping that 
several more of our member schools will follow 
suit and make the Parent Like a Champion 
workshop mandatory on their campuses.
